Spungold TV Productions interviewed Frances at her studio, for 
an ITV1 documentary on HRH Prince Philip at 90. Alan Titchmarsh
acted as a presenter, as HRH the Duke of  Edinburgh approached his
90th birthday on 10 June. The programme was 
aired on 24 May 2011.

In June, Frances was interviewed by ITN. The crew arrived at
Frances’ studio and filmed the Royal busts of  Her Majesty Queen
Elizabeth II and HRH Prince Philip. This documentary will be aired
in 2012, for the Diamond Jubilee of  the Queen. 

Frances has long been concerned
with recording and preserving 
a permanent collection of  
contemporary leader profiles,
through sculpture. She is planning
to engage with the American art
scene on a visit to Los Angeles.
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During a sitting Colonel Richard Kemp delivered a wide-ranging 
speech to an invited audience on 26 September 2010 for the two 
charities sponsoring the event. His bust is in the Foundry and will 
be ready for unveiling in November this year.
